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Dear Barksdale Parents,

As we approach the holiday season, managing student behavior at school becomes more of a
challenge. The students are excited about upcoming trips and special events and are often less
focused on making good choices. We need your help and support as we work to instill respect and
responsibility in our students.

The staff has worked very hard this year to address concerns related to teasing and name-calling
expressed by students and parents. We investigate all reports and respond with actions that are
reasonably calculated to prevent these inappropriate behaviors. It is often difficult to differentiate
between normal behavior of young children and behavior that reaches the level of bullying. However,
any words or actions that hurt another student are inappropriate, so we follow up on all reports in an
effort to stop it and prevent its reoccurrence.

Please talk to your children about teasing, name-calling and inappropriate touch. Often innocent
words can cause hard feelings. We tell the students, “If you can’t say something nice, don’t say
anything at all.” Many times students play a “game” where one taps or touches the other. These
games can escalate into physical aggression and injury or hurt feelings.

Our goal is to make school a place where all children can learn without worrying about being teased
or feeling uncomfortable around other students. We need your support and cooperation.

2. Academy Visioning Committee led by Danny
Modisette spoke to the group regarding the
proposed Academy. This committee was
formed by the school board to study the feasi-
bility of creating a 9th-12 grade academy that
offers educational choices not offered today in
our district. This would be a unique program for
PISD and be very much future focused on col-
lege and career readiness of the students.
Today the committee is looking at examples of
Instructional Delivery Models, relevant curricu-
lum, location, costs, and transportation. The
proposed academy would be driven by a stu-
dent6s interest and ta
topic to the next level, helping them prepare for
college class work, or onto a career field. The
district sees this as a way to improve our stu-
dent sé6 experience and
dren for adulthood. The academy will be fed by
a cross-section of students from across the

district. Entrance and acceptance into the
academy are to be determined, but it may not
be based solely on GPA ,as much as aptitude
and interest. The volunteer committee meets
every week and is expected to return a docu-
ment of recommendation to the board in early

3. Human Resource Director of Compensation
and Diversity, Jun Melvin, spoke to the group
regarding HR in our district and all that it does.
Much focus is placed on attracting and retaining
the best teachers to our district. With a great
school district like Plano ISD, you can imagine
we attract many candidates. Jun and the HR
team try to keep the retention rate high and
increase our tenure for our great teachers and
district leaders.

4. Mary Hewett and her team spoke to the
group regarding Career and technical education
in Plano ISD. In the district today there are
more than 11,500 students enrolled in this pro-
gram. There are more than 74 different
courses available. Courses in such areas as:
Health Science, Agriculture, Food and Natural
Resources, Information Technology, Science

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Texas PTA Legislative
Priorities For 2011
Legislative Session

The Texas PTA Board of Directors met
in mid-October and adopted seven
priorities as the legislative statewide focus
for 2011. Texas PTA continues to put
education at the forefront of our agenda as
we advocate for adequate funding for pub-
lic schools; accountability for educating
the whole child; laws that stress healthy
lifestyles in the school, home and environ-
ment; criminalizing cyber-bullying; and
banning the production and distribution of
products that contain synthetic cannabi-
noids. Below is a listing of the Texas PTA
Legislative Priorities for 2011:

Funding and Accountability for Public
Schools

1. Pursue an adequate and equitable
solution for school funding while main-
taining accountability and responsibility
for educating the whole child.

Healthy Lifestyles

2. Pass statewide smoke-free workplaces
law—Pursue protections from second-
hand smoke for youth and young adults
working in service industry.

3. Fight obesity—Support programs that
promote movement, activities, healthier
food choices and menus, and promote
school, family and community participa-
tion.

a. Reinstate physical education and
health education requirements at secon-
dary levels.

4. Support farm-to-school programs—
Pursue healthier food choices for children,
promote awareness, community involve-
ment, and economic development.

5. Ban possession and distribution of
synthetic cannabinoids such as K2 or
Spice.

Environmental

6. Fund Clean School Bus Program, the
grant program for school districts that
assists in retrofitting diesel bus engines so
they emit fewer toxins.

Safety

7. Pass cyber-bullying criminalization
statute that defines cyber-bullying and
strengthens penalties. Identify student,
staff and parent education requirements.

Top ten tips for Parents

1. Establish that all rules for interact-
ing with people in real life also ap-
ply for interacting online or through
cell phones. Convey that cyberbully-
ing inflicts harm and causes pain in
the real world as well as in cyber-
space.

2. Make sure your school has Internet
Safety educational programming in
place. This should not solely cover the
threat of sexual predators, but also
how to prevent and respond to online
peer harassment, interact wisely
through social networking sites, and
engage in responsible and ethical
online communications.

3. Educate your children about appro-
priate Internetzbased behaviors. Ex-
plain to them the problems that can be
created when technology is misused
(e.g., damaging their reputation, get-
ting in trouble at school or with the
police).

4. Model appropriate technology us-
age. Don't harass or joke about others
while online, especially around your
children. Don't text while driving.
Your kids are watching and learning.

5. Monitor your child's activities while

they are online. This can be done in-
formally (through active participation
in, and supervision of, your child’s
online experience) and formally
(through software). Use discretion
when covertly spying on your kids.
This could cause more harm than
good if your child feels their privacy
has been violated. They may go com-
pletely underground with their online
behaviors and deliberately work to
hide their actions from you.

6. Use filtering and blocking software
as a part of a *comprehensive* ap-
proach to online safety, but under-
stand software programs *alone* will
not keep kids safe or prevent them
from bullying others or accessing in-
appropriate content. Most tech&avvy
youth can figure out ways around fil-
ters very quickly.

7. Look for warning signs that some-
thing abnormal is going on with re-
spect to their technology usage. If
your child becomes withdrawn or their
Internet use becomes obsessive, they
could either be a victim or a perpetra-

tor of cyberbullying.

9. Cultivate and maintain an open,
candid line of communication with
your children, so that they are ready
and willing to come to you whenever
they experience something unpleasant
or distressing in cyberspace. Victims
of cyberbullying (and the bystanders
who observe it) must know for sure
that the adults who they tell will inter-
vene rationally and logically, and not
make the situation worse.
Teach and reinforce positive morals
and values about how others should
be treated with respect and dignity.

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Six Warning Signs That
Your Child Is Being
Bullied

Approximately 160,000 children
miss school every day in the United
States for fear of being bullied; more
than 50 suicides have been linked to
prolonged bullying; and approxi-
mately 85% of school shootings have
revenge against bullies as a major
motive. School-related bullying has
led to depression and poor school
performance in many children. The
costs of bullying are high, but, unfor-
tunately, many children suffer alone,
keeping their bullying experiences to
themselves.

Many children are taught that it is a
sign of weakness to ask for help, and
frequently fail to tell anyone when
they are being bullied for fear of
appearing weak. Many children feel
shame and assume, “Something must
be wrong with me. Why else would
they target me?”

Children who are bullied are at risk
for developing a number of emotional
difficulties, including depression and
anxiety symptoms. Children who are
particularly traumatized may go on to
develop a specific type of anxiety
disorder called, post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD). PTSD is usually
brought on by a terrifying physical or
emotional event or series of events.
Some of the symptoms of PTSD
include trouble sleeping, withdrawal
from normal activities, a lack of con-
centration, and emotional numbness.
When children are suffering from

PTSD, they are prone to develop
strong physical symptoms in situa-
tions where they feel unsafe and in
danger. They appear disconnected
from others, and they experience an
intense physical response from their
nervous system that involves angry
outbursts, jumpiness, and hyper alert-
ness. This reaction is the nervous sys-
tem’s response to potential danger,
whether real or imagined, creating
constriction, disassociation, and help-
lessness in order to protect the body.
When children experience trauma,
they often become frozen and exhibit
feelings of helplessness and shame,
rendering them nearly unable to
defend themselves when attacked or
put under pressure. These trauma-
tized children then bring this frozen
state of helplessness to many other
situations that they perceive as threat-
ening throughout their lives. And, the
more withdrawn these children
become, the more fearful and help-
less they feel, the stronger the likeli-
hood that they will slip into serious
emotional trouble.

Parents need to be aware of the warn-
ing signs when their children are ex-
periencing depression, severe anxi-
ety, or PTSD that may be due to
bullying. The following is a list of
red flags to look for:

e Is your child disconnecting
from people and isolating
him/herself in their room?
Although teens usually
separate from the family,
they normally connect
more often with their
friends.

e Has your child developed
physical problems such as

stomachaches and head-
aches that interfere with
their life?

e Has your child’s school-
work recently suffered, and
is it difficult for your child
to concentrate?

e Does your child have trou-
ble falling or staying
asleep or experience
frequent nightmares?

e Does your child seem list-
less, unenthusiastic, and
disinterested in life?

e Have you noticed that your
child seems hypervigilant,
extremely nervous,
depressed, or emotionally
explosive (beyond the nor-
mal teenage angst and
moodiness)?

If you suspect that your child is suf-
fering from any of the above symp-
toms that is interfering with their life
and you have not been able to help
alleviate their suffering, you should
consider having your child evaluated
by a licensed psychologist, licensed
marriage and family counselor, or
licensed social worker. If you can’t
afford to pay for private therapy ses-
sions, virtually all cities have low-
cost therapy clinics (check with your

city or county department of mental
health).
